Circuits

Hazard wamning
unit

The fuse box is located on the upper left side
(right side for right-hand drive} of the engine com-
partment bulkhead. The unit comprises three
Lucas 35 amp. fuses protected by a pull-off cover,
which houses two spare fuses.

Should a fuse fail, and the replacement bum out
almost immediately, establish the cause, and
rectify the fault before fitting a second replacement.

On vehicles for the German market only, two
separate fuses, located on the left side of the boot
compartment, are incorporated, protecting the
two tail lights,

The upper fuse in the unit protects the following
circuits :—

Windscreen washer and wiper.

Instruments.

Direction indicators.

The centre fuse protects the following circuits :—
Reversing lights.
Brake waming sign.
Stop lights,
Heater.
Seat belt waming sign, and huzzer,

The lower fuse protects the following circuits :—
Passenger door light.
Horns.
Steering lock warning buzzer.
Headlight flasher.
Clock (where fitted).

A 35 amp. line fuse, located behind the instrument
panel on the left side (right side for right-hand
drive), protects the hazard waming unit.
